Colonel Sinclair commanded multiple units as Commander, 
United States Forward Operating Location, Curacao and Aruba. 
Colonel Sinclair has been serving as Chief, AFTRANS 
Contingency Plans Branch, Headquarters Air Mobility Command, 
Strategic Plans, Requirements, and Programs Directorate, Scott Air
